Dear colleagues and friends, 
Here some useful information in connection to the upcoming meeting of the Discovering the Archaeologists of Europe project team in Leuven on 24-25 January 2008.
Our institute is situated at the perimeter of the historic city centre of Leuven. A simple map of Leuven is attached. Our official address is Blijde-Inkomststraat  21, 3000 Leuven, Belgium. The main building of the Faculty of Arts is called the 'Erasmushuis'; the meeting room is located at the Mgr.-Sencie-Institute nearby.
Rooms have already been booked in the Binnenhof Hotel, Maria-Theresiastraat  65, Leuven. The hotel is situated between the railway station and the institute (see map). May I urgently ask you to check the data of your arrival and departure, so modifications can be made in time, if necessary ?
I assume that most of you will fly to Belgium and that you will arrive at Brussels Airport (Zaventem). The easiest way to travel from the airport to Leuven is by train. It will take you only 15 minutes. Due to the frequent traffic jams between Brussels and Leuven, it would take me much longer to come and fetch you at the airport by car. Nevertheless, if you arrive very early or very late, if something unpleasant happens or if you are feeling uncomfortable travelling alone, I will come to the airport: please let me know in time by mail or by mobile phone: 0032 (Belgium) – 472/86.24.56. 
When you arrive at the airport and after collecting your luggage, go to the exit hall and then to the stairway at your right side (1 o'clock). Take the elevator to the lowest floor where the train station is situated. Take a train ticket to Leuven: it will cost you 3 euro (2nd class). The train to Leuven will (normally) arrive on platform 3. It will take you straight to Leuven; nowadays there are stops in between but in any case Leuven is the final destination. There are two trains/hour, at :17 and :39. The first train from the airport to Leuven is at 5:17 h in the morning; the last one at 23:39 h. You can check the train timetables at: http://www.b-rail.be/main/E/index.php.
Delegates travelling from London with the Eurostar will arrive at the railway station of Brussel-Zuid – Bruxelles-Midi. From there, 4 trains/hour will take you to Leuven, the first one at 5:08 h in the morning, the last one at 23:57 h. Their final destinations are Genk (:09), Luik/Liège (:28), Tongeren (:31) and Eupen (:57); Leuven being (normally) the third stop after Brussel-Centraal – Bruxelles-Central and Brussel-Noord – Bruxelles-Nord. The journey will take 28 minutes and will cost 4,40 euro (2nd class). A fifth train (:12) has Leuven as final destination but will stop at every halt in between and will take 41 minutes. You can check the train timetables at: http://www.b-rail.be/main/E/index.php.
When you arrive in Leuven, go to the exit and to the front of the railway building. The hotel Binnenhof is situated at ca 500 m – 10 min walk from the railway station (see the map in attachment). Take the street slightly to your left (11 o'clock). The hotel is situated on the right side of the street (after one intersection), opposite to the former city jail. Your rooms are booked and paid for by the project; please pay for the extra's yourself (minibar, telephone…). The hotel website is http://www.hotelbinnenhof.be.
