Job definition – Archaeologist in the Czech Republic
A person may work as an archaeologist in the Czech Republic only if they have completed a university degree in the field of social sciences focused on archaeology (pre-historic, mediaeval, classical archaeology, Egyptology) at least on a Master’s Degree level (Mgr. title).  
In cases when field research is being conducted, the organization where the archaeologist works has to comply with additional requirements. The Ministry of Culture of the Czech Republic grants permits to conduct field research. Basic condition for the permit being granted is an agreement with the Academy of Sciences of the Czech Republic (in practice, with the Institute of Archaeology in Prague or in Brno) on the scientific conditions for conducting the archaeological research (§21, subpar. 2 of the Law No 20/87 Coll.).

From the law stem further conditions archaeologists and the organizations where they work have to fulfill. These conditions include having the appropriate laboratory equipment to treat archaeological finds, having the space necessary for scientific study and for documenting archaeological finds, and at least for temporary storage of moveable archaeological finds, and having two years of specialized experience  (§21, sub-par 3 of the Law „On state protection of historical monuments“ No 20/87 Coll., as amended). Furthermore, they must submit a report announcing the commencement of each archaeological research project, and a detailed report on its results. Both the announcement and the report are kept at the central archaeological archive administered by the Institute of Archaeology of the Academy of Sciences of the Czech Republic in Prague and in Brno.     

Certain types of archaeological research (such as surface prospecting) may also be conducted by persons without formal archaeological education as their hobby. The condition for doing so is the collaboration with one of the organizations authorized to conduct archaeological research. This organization provides the person with scientific guidance and with patronage.   
Breaches of the conditions listed above may be sanctioned in accordance with the historical monuments protection law, and in accordance with the penal code of the Czech Republic.
