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The questionnaire was sent to 90
organisations employing archaeologists.
Eighty-one responses were received. The
archaeological community includes 187
archaeologists and other 118 persons. The
main field of study for archaeologists are

field investigations (80 persons),
protection of archaeological sites and
monuments (21  persons), museum

activities (40 persons) and education (46
persons).
