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Schedule status: Problem foreseen


The sample questionnaires provided (from Archaeology Labour Market Intelligence: Profiling the Profession 2002/03) needed adaptation to Cypriot standards and therefore a fair amount of preparatory work was necessary. Special thought was given concerning the term ‘archaeologist’ and how it could be comparable to other partner countries. The questionnaires have been designed and will be distributed by post in June 2007. 

Budget status: Problem foreseen

A slight problem occurred with the bank account number given by the Department of Antiquities but this has been solved and the first part of the European funding has been received.
