Valorisation activities for DISCO – Slovak republic
· Participation of Slovakia in the Discovering the Archaeologists of Europe project began in September 2007 since when 3 meetings were held that evaluated previous stages of the project.
· Agreement was signed between contractor, the Institute of Field Archaeologists (represented by Mr. Kenneth Aitchison), and partner, the Archaeological Institute of the Slovak Academy of Sciences in Nitra. From the partner side, Mrs. Danica Staššíková-Štukovská became a head-representative and Mrs. Eva Fottová a representative of the Slovak partner.
· For Slovakia the first participants’ meeting in September 2007 in Ljubljana (Slovenia) was attended by Mrs. Danica Staššíková-Štukovská. 

· At the second meeting in January 2008 in Leuwen (Belgium) both Danica Staššíková-Štukovská and Eva Fottová took part.
· In April 2008, a paper DISCO – Slovak Republic was presented by Danica Staššíková-Štukovská and Eva Fottová at the Annual Meeting of the Slovak Archaeological Society in Nitra (Slovakia) where project, its objectives and very preliminary results of the final report about archaeology in Slovakia was introduced to the audience (mostly members of the Slovak Archaeological Society).

· Other paper (Prístup k aktuálnym  informáciám o terénnych archeologických aktivitách dnes a pred štvrťstoročím – Access to the actual information about the field archaeological activities today and 25 years ago) within the methodology session of the same event was presented by Mrs. Staššíková-Štukovská that partially drew information from the DISCO project data. This paper will be also published in the coming volume of the Bulletin of the Slovak Archaeological Society (Informátor SAS XIX-1/2008).

· In May 2008, during the finalization of the Slovak Republic National Report for Disco project, certain problems occurred and miscommunication happened between the head-representative for the Slovak side and project partner, i.e. SAS Archaeological Institute. Therefore, according to official report from Institute’s management meeting from 10th June 2008 and report from the special meeting to the project from June 12th 2008, the head-representative Mrs. Danica Staššíková-Štukovská was replaced by Mrs. Eva Fottová and Mrs. Lucia Benediková was installed to the project to assist the finalization of the National Report. Due to such reorganizations, the preliminary final report for the needs of the evaluation meeting in Dublin could not have been submitted what resulted in the deadline for the Slovak side for mailing the report to the contractor on July 18 2008.
· Poster presented in Dublin was created on the basis of non-verified data and must be therefore considered as summary of the basic data and as only very preliminary information.
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
