VALORISATION PLAN

Discovering the Archaeologists of Europe
The Slovene partner has prepared the following Valorisation plan:

· The archaeologists in Slovenia have been informed about the Project through the mailing list of the Slovene Archaeological Association and its yearly meeting, where the newest archaeological research is presented and where the Slovene Project Team has had a presentation of the Project as a whole and the Slovene Partner’s role (finished).
· An introduction letter has been written and posted with the questionnaires to inform the organisations approached about the Project and the Slovene Partner’s role in the research (finished).

· All intermediary reports on the progress of the Slovene Partner will be circulated within the mailing list of the Slovene Archaeological Association, as well as posted on the website of the Slovene Partner in the Project, to be found as a link from the website of the Department of Archaeology (lasting for entire duration of the Project).

· The Slovene Project Team will meet with representatives of organisations approached with the questionnaires, who have not replied.

· The Slovene Project Team will meet with representatives of the Government, especially the representatives of the Ministry of Culture. The Ministry of Culture is responsible for the legislative organisation of archaeology and the protection of cultural heritage in Slovenia.

· At least one article will be written for publication in Arheo, the official magazine of the Slovene Archaeological Association (timeframe not specifically defined).

· A presentation of the progress and the results of the Slovene Partner's Role in the Project will be presented to archaeologists present at the next yearly meeting of the Slovene Archaeological Association (first trimester of 2008).
· Upon finishing the Project, the Slovene Partner will hold a round table for Slovene Archaeologists of different fields and also students of Archaeology about the profession and its prospects in the future (last trimester of 2008).

· As a side product of the Project, the Slovene Partner will have a detailed contact list of the Archaeologists working in Slovenia and will work towards circulating this information so as to help cooperation within the field (end of 2008, beginning of 2009).

· Parallel to the Project, the Slovene Partner will perform a pole within the students of Archaeology, to get insight about their view of who an archaeologist is and what an archaeologist does. This will be useful for improving the curriculum and bringing the study of archaeology closer to what is actually needed in the field at present (timeframe not specifically defined).
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
