Valorisation Plan in Cyprus 

1. The project’s website has been added as a link in the official website of the Department of Antiquities, Cyprus. Informative texts concerning the project will also be added in the Department’s website.

2. An informative letter has been written mentioning the aims of the project. The letter will be sent with the questionnaire to all relevant organizations.

3. All partners have agreed to create a poster for WAC (29.6 – 4.7. 2008) in Dublin.

4. The Cyprus partner’s final report will be published in the Report of the Department of Antiquities, Cyprus (2009) which is the Department’s annual journal in which excavations and survey reports are published as well as articles relating to the conservation of objects and theoretical papers. The Report is published in English with short summaries in Greek. Also, information on the Project will be published in the Annual Report of the Department of Antiquities (2007) both in English and in Greek.
5. Personal contact (meetings) with government officials (Minister of Communications and Works, Director of Department of Antiquities) in order to inform them about the results of the project and deliver the final report.
6. Personal contact (meeting) with University of Cyprus, Department of History and Archaeology in order to inform them about the results of the project and deliver the final report.
7. Short summary reports will be sent to the press explaining the project’s objectives and the main points made in the final report.
8. A summary of the Cyprus partner results will be presented at the Summer Archaeological Workshop organized by CAARI (Cyprus American Research Institute) in collaboration with the Department of Antiquities of Cyprus. The workshop is a day-long archaeological workshop where all teams excavating in Cyprus are given the chance to present their most recent fieldwork. The workshop will take place in Nicosia on the 21st of June.
